· Must have a student status at the partner university throughout the dual degree program period
· Must fulfill the minimum score of official English test specified by the KIST school

· Begins on March, 2022
· Students should study at KIST for at least one year as a master’s student and two years as a Ph.D. student

T.O : Maximum 5 students per semester from each partner university
